ChristopherAcademyin Westfield was started in 1963 by a group of parentswho wanted Montessori
educationfor their children. The schoolbeganwith eight childrenin the morning and afternoon ses-
sions.Asthe schoolgrew specificallydesignedclassroomsvere built. Presently ChristopherAcademyin
Westfield enrolls 81 childrenin the three pre-primary classesand one classof Kindergartenand First
Grade.

The MontessoriSchoolof Cranfordwas foundedin 1973, as a preschoolwith two smallclassesof 15
children, running morning and afternoon sessions.In 1980 ChristopherAcademyand the Montessori
Schoolof Cranfordmergedto better servethe children of the community. In 1993, these two sites
mergedinto onelocationto servethe communitiesmore efficiently.

Active Acreswasstartedin 1960asa traditional nurseryschool,on a lovelythree-acrecampusin Scotch
Plains. In 1986, ChristopherAcademyexpandedinto this facility and begana Montessoriprogramand
summercamp. Thiscampusenrolls50 childrenages2.5- 6 years.

Thedirectorsand teachersare Stateapprovedand all LeadTeachersare Montessoricertified. In 1986,

MontessoriSt. NicholasCentre,London,England formed a relationshipto provide MontessoriTeacher
Educationat ChristopherAcademyboth onsite and by correspondenceln 1999,the TeacherEducation
Programbecamean associateof the National Centerfor MontessoriEducationwhich mergedwith the

AmericanMontessoriSocietyin 2006. ChristopherAcademywasa full AMSTeacherEducatorAffiliate,
